Payment Policies

Registration fee is $100.00 for one child and
$50.00 for each additional child and is due at
time of registration. IMPORTANT CHANGE:
One-half of this fee is non-refundable, and
one-half of the fee is refundable until August
15th. After that date the fee is applied to the
first month’s tuition and is non-refundable.

Tuition is due by the 15th of the previous month.
First payment is due August 15th. Checks can
be made payable to Faith Church. Tuition is
paid in nine equal monthly payments.

If a child withdraws from a program, the full tui-
tion for that month will be required.

A child entering a program anytime before
Christmas will be required to pay the full regis-
tration fee. Children entering after the first of
the year will pay 1/2 of the required registration
fee.
